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MUSIC

1. Rationale or Purpose 
This policy is concerned with extending and supporting children to improve their music skills. Students should attain the skills of Music such that every student should be able to play, sing and enjoy music at an appropriate level and through a variety of musical experiences..

2. Policy Statement 

The development of the Arts at South St is held very highly and the school considers Music an integral part of the curriculum taught through the Victorian Essential Learning Standards. Where available a specialist teacher will be employed to teach music to the children.  Class teachers are expected to be part of these lessons.

3. Implementation 
· All children to be involved in the music program.

· When available, a music specialist to be employed to teach a percussion and singing program P - 6.

· Opportunities to participate in or attend events which promote an appreciation and enjoyment of music should be promoted. eg. festivals, eisteddfods, school concerts, school choir etc.

· An instrumental music tuition program to be run when specialist teachers are available. 

· (Parents to pay for tuition and hire fees).

· Parents and other community members should be encouraged to support the program where possible.
· Where possible a choir will be established.

· Musicals will be run if practical every second year. If possible these should include the whole school. 
· The Principal may depart from these guidelines if special circumstances require a different arrangement.
