VISUAL ARTS POLICY

1. Rationale or Purpose 

The Visual Arts Program is designed to be an enjoyable experience for all students at the school.  It builds a foundation of creativity and confidence in students and allows them to express their individuality and their interests.

-  Appropriate resources/materials to be provided to develop student’s skills and techniques in a variety of Art forms.

-  Provision should be made to provide students with opportunities to participate in community art programs, competitions, excursions and exhibitions.  As well as the chance to collaborate with the school’s production

-  Students are to be given a wide range of experiences with relation to Visual Arts to develop their intellectual and expressive potential.
